
VACANCY FOR DEPUTY SECRETARY (ADMN)

The total emoluments 

indicated against the position is at the initial basic pay including HRA@ 40% of basic 

pay plus Dearness Pay + Transport Allowance. 

Applications from Ex-serviceman of Defence Forces having Post Graduate 

Degree and experience of 25 years in the field of Administration, are invited from the 

retired officers of Defence Forces of around 50 years of age.  

 The applicants should have flair for writing reports on technical administrative 

issues and possess attributes pertaining to academics and research.  Working knowledge 

of Computer (MS-Office) is desirable.  Applicants with higher qualifications and 

experience could be considered for additional increments. 

 IRC has an open mind to fill up the above post from really talented and 

experienced Ex-serviceman.  The post would be on regular basis.  The Dearness 

Allowance and other allowances are as per Central Government rules, besides the HRA 

payable at the rate of 40% of basic pay. Retirement age is 60 years in IRC with pension/ 

Gratuity Benefit as per rules of IRC.  Leave encashment is also permissible as per rules.  

Basically all Central Govt. rules are being followed by IRC. Total emoluments would, 

however, be subject to extant rules relating to pensionery benefits of ex-serviceman.  

Deserving candidates could be considered for higher initial emoluments.
